TOWN OF IXONIA MONTHLY TOWN BOARD MINUTES
December 12, 2011

TIME & PLACE:  The regular Town Board Meeting of the Town of Ixonia and Sanitary District #2 was called to order by Chairman Perry Goetsch at 7:00 P.M. at the Town Hall located at W1195 Marietta Avenue pursuant to notice requirements of Wisconsin State Statute 19.84 Public Notice.

ATTENDANCE:  Present with Chairman Perry Goetsch was Supervisors Carl Jaeger, Brian Derge, Peter Mark, Joe Mallow, Clerk Donna Hann, Deputy Clerk Jodi Jaeger and Attorney Stan Riffle.   Also, in attendance were about 9 citizens.

ITEM #3:  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

ITEM #4:  APPROVAL OF MINUTES AND TREASURER’S REPORT FOR TOWN OF IXONIA – Peter Mark made a 
                  motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Joe Mallow.  Motion carried.  Joe Mallow made a 
                  motion to accept the treasurer’s report as presented   Seconded by Brian Derge.  Motion carried, subject to audit.  

ITEM #5:  COUNTY SHERIFF’S REPORT AND/OR COUNTY SUPERVISOR’S REPORT.  No Jefferson County   
                  Sheriff’s report.  County Supervisor, Amy Rinard was present.  County Parks Director, Joe Nehmer was present to 
                  discuss the Jefferson County Bike Trail.  A synopsis of the Glacial Heritage Area Plan was given to the Board.  In 
                  working with the University they were informed the county had a good chance of receiving the Federal Tiger 
                  Transportation Grant which would pay 100% of the cost of putting the trail in.  A pre application was completed 
                  and accepted after the 13th attempt.  Two consulting firms were offered the chance to complete the application.  
                  Both firms advised the county not to proceed with the grant.  80% could be funded by the Wisconsin DOT 
                  matched with a 20% Wisconsin Stewardship Grant.  Currently it looks like the Stewardship Grant would be 
                  accepted.  Endorsement by Trek Bicycle and McKay Nursery would help.  The DOT is not accepting grant 
                  applications until the early part of 2013 with construction not set to begin until 2015.  The project is currently on 
                  hold for 4-6 months.  The Board has asked that they continue to be informed of the progress.

ITEM #6:  SANITARY DISTRICT #2
A)    Approval of Expenditures Report and Reconciled Balances – Joe Mallow made a motion to approve the     
   expenditures report and reconciled balances of Sanitary #2.  Seconded by Peter Mark.  Motion carried subject to 
   audit.
B)    Review and Possible Action on 2012 Budget Changes – Jodi Jaeger reported that the budget needed to be changed   
   to account for Sanitary #1 raising the monthly service from $1500 to $1540 and the monthly storage fee from $200 
   to $210 resulting in a $500 change to the budget.  With help from the auditor an account called Cash Balance 
   Applied has been added to the budget in the amount of $23,855.80 to cover the budget being short by that amount. 
   The auditor will be working with Jodi on the Designated Account Fund for Capital Expenditures.  Attorney Stan  
   Riffle stated he did not think that Sanitary 2 had to have a public hearing regarding the budget.  He recommended 
   the budget be approved contingent upon the determination on whether or not a public hearing is needed.  If it is 
   needed we will do that.  If a public hearing is not needed we will have OK’d the budget.  Peter Mark made a
   motion to approve the budget.  Seconded by Brian Derge.  Motion carried.

ITEM #7:  REVIEW AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON APPOINTING TOWN ENGINEER – Neumann Developments has 
                  approached Perry on a new phase of Autumn Ridge and G & V is looking at expanding in the Industrial Park 
                  making it necessary to appoint a new town engineer or stay with Kunkel, our current engineer.  Perry asked how 
	   the Board wanted to handle the situation.  R.A. Smith was used for the road construction this past summer.  Perry 
	   feels that R.A. Smith has done a good job for the Town, saving money up front.  They have given the Town good 
                  recommendations and they have saved the Town dollars in the road bid process coming in at about half of Kunkel.  
                  They also saved us around $10,000 by the recommendations they made for paving roads.  Did a good job helping 
                  to put together the Trip-D application for Gopher Hill Road.  Brian Derge suggested moving away from Kunkel.  
                  Peter Mark made a motion to hire R. A. Smith as the Town Engineer.  Seconded by Joe Mallow.  Motion carried.   

ITEM #8:  REVIEW AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP PRESENTED BY JC 
                  PARTNERS LLC a/k/a G&V Machines Co. Inc. Parcel #012-0816-2144-004 and Ixonia Sanitary District #1 
                  Parcel #012-0816-2144-003 – An offer to purchase will be coming for Sanitary 1 to sell Lot #2 to G&V for 
                  expansion of additional parking.  Stan Riffle suggested that Sanitary 1 look into the value of the property to justify 
                  the sale price of $35,000, which they have done.  A certified survey map is needed because when the Town gave
                  that land to the Sanitary District it placed a restriction on the lot stating that it was to benefit the Sanitary District 
                  and not be utilized on its own.  Doing a certified survey map will clear up this matter.  There is also a 20ft storm 
                  easement on the property that needed to be included.  Details are still being worked out.  The Board is being asked 
                  to authorize and approve the execution of the certified survey map combining the two lots conditioned upon 
                  closing and give the Town Chairman authorization to execute at that time.  Brian Derge made a motion to move 
                  forward and give Perry Goetsch the authority to sign the certified survey map.  Seconded by Peter Mark.   Motion 
                  carried.

ITEM #9:  REVIEW AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON JEFFERSON COUNTY AG PRESERVATION AND LAND USE 
                  PLAN – A public meeting will be held on Thursday, December 15th on the Ag Preservation and Land Use Plan.  
                  The plan has been accepted by the State and now has to be accepted by the County.  The County is looking for 
                  input from the Townships on whether or not the change is supported.  The zoning and amount of splits on ag land 
                  has remained the same.  Perry made a motion to send the Town’s recommendation of approval to the County.  
                     Seconded by Joe Mallow.  Motion carried.
	
ITEM #10:  REVIEW AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON UPDATING WEBSITE INFORMATION – Donna and Jodi are 
                    working on updating the website with the help of Polymath.  They would like to start posting the agendas and the 
                    approved minutes on the website.  Stan Riffle recommended a disclaimer be posted on the bottom of the website 
                    page.  An update will be given at the next Board meeting.
	
ITEM #11:  REVIEW AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON POLLWORKERS – A list of election workers was provided to the 
                    Board.  Jean Rupnow was acknowledged as a retired poll worker.  Political parties can request poll workers.  A 
                    request 
                    was received which happened to be one of the Town’s chief inspectors.  A special voting deputy needs to be 
                    appointed at each of the schools.  Oconomowoc School District has recommended Mike Meyer.  Watertown has 
                    currently not submitted a recommendation.  Peter Mark made a motion to approve the poll workers and special 
                    voting deputy.  Seconded by Brian Derge.  Motion carried.	

ITEM #12: REVIEW AND POSSIBLE ACTION TOWN PROPERTY/LIABILITY COVERAGE - The first of the year, 
                   property and liability insurance is up for renewal.  Perry and Donna have sat down with Country Insurance, the 
                   current provider, and Rural Mutual Insurance.  It was decided that information should be brought to the Board 
                   during a special meeting to decide which company would be the best one to go with.  Brian suggested the Board 
                   take a look at both companies.  Richards Insurance submitted information at a later date.  The premium for 
                   Richards was much higher than the other two.  The Board agreed unanimously to take a look at Country   
                   Insurance and Rural Mutual Insurance.
                 
ITEM #13: UPDATE ON MARK DEBLIECK a/k/a LAKE COUNTRY MARINE Parcel #012-0816-2144-000.  Mark 
                   Deblieck was in the Town Hall today, December 12, 2011 at which time Donna pulled the minutes from the 
                   approval of his land which states the Board approved outdoor storage with screening.  He still has not gotten a 
                   conditional use permit from Jefferson County Zoning and since he does not have screening he is in violation.
